NEW YORK STATE TEACHER CERTIFICATION EXAMINATIONS (NYSTCE) TEST FEES AND REFUND
POLICY

The fees for almost all NYSTCE tests decreased effective August 31, 2021. For example, the fees decreased
for the Education All Students (EAS) test from $92 to $80, single-subject Content Specialty Tests (CSTs)
from $134 to $122, and multi-subject tests (all three parts, single administration) from $179 to $161. The
fees for the Assessment of Teaching Skills-Written (ATS-W) and edTPA remain the same.

The refund policy for NYSTCE tests also changed. For candidates who registered for a test on or before
August 30, 2021, if they withdraw their registration before they have scheduled their test appointment or
if they cancel their test appointment at least 24 hours before their scheduled testing time and then
withdraw their registration, they will receive a partial refund of their test fees. For candidates who
registered for a test on August 31, 2021 or after, if they withdraw their registration before they have
scheduled their test appointment or if they cancel their test appointment at least 24 hours before their
scheduled testing time and then withdraw their registration, they will receive a full refund of their test
fees.
